The Prime Minister with the consent of Cabinet may appoint a Registrar
General of Civil Registration and Digital Identification.

There shall be such sub-registrars as may be appointed by the Registrar General
following consultation with the Chief Magistrate and with the consent of the
Prime Minister; and a sub-registrar may hold that post in conjunction with any
other public office.

Where a sub-registrar is, by reason of unforeseen circumstances temporarily
unable to perform the duties of the office, a Governor or Government
Representative may, with the consent of the Prime Minister, be appointed by
the Registrar General to act in the place of the sub-registrar.

Civil Register

The Registrar General shall maintain a register, which shall be known as the

(4)  Any requirement of law for the production of a certificate of an event shall be
satisfied by the production of a certified copy of the relevant entry in the Civil
Register.

(5) Anotification, application or registration, and any certificate, relating to an event
being registered in the Civil Register shall, where the individual who is the
subject of the event has already been registered in the Digital Identification
Database under Part II1, include his UIN or associated token.

5 Collection and supply of information to the Digital Identification
Database

The Registrar General shall ensure that in connection with any notification,
application or registration or amendments relating to an event in the Civil Register,
the Identification Data relating to the individual who is the subject of such event shall
be collected, recorded and maintained up-to-date in the database of the Civil Register
and supplied therefrom to the Digital Identification Database in accordance with
Part III.

6 Registration upon notification of birth by a medical professional
(1)  The Registrar General shall, upon receipt of —

(a) acertificate of live birth of a child issued by or on behalf of the Ministry
of Health; or

(b)  acertificate of a stillbirth issued by a medical practitioner,

record the relevant information in the Civil Register and the child shall be
automatically registered in the Digital Identification Database under section 39
and assigned a UIN under section 53.

(c)  aperson present at the birth;

(d) if the birth occurred in a building used as a dwelling, any person who
was in the building at the time of the birth;

(e)  if the birth occurred in a hospital or other organisation or enterprise the
chief officer of the hospital or other organisation or enterprise or a person
authorised by the chief officer to perform his functions; or

(f)  aperson having charge of the child.

Upon receiving the registration and application under subsection (1) or (2) or
section 8, the Registrar General or sub-registrar concerned, as applicable, shall,
upon reviewing it to his satisfaction, record the information in the Civil
Register.

Where the date of the birth of a child whose birth is required to be notified or
registered under this Act is not known and a medical practitioner certifies in
writing that, in his opinion, the birth took place on or about a date specified in
the certificate, the Registrar General or sub-registrar concerned, as applicable,
may enter that date in the Civil Register as the date of the birth of the child.

The parents, grandparents or a guardian of an individual born outside the Kingdom,
or such individual himself if 18 years or older, may register and apply for a birth
certificate from the Civil Register by submission of such form and documentation as
may be prescribed.

9 Information about the father where parents are not married

(1) The father of a child who was not married to the mother of the child shall not
be required to give information under this Act concerning the birth of such
child.

(2)  The Registrar General shall not enter in the register the name of any person as
father of a child in the circumstances referred to in subsection (1) unless —

(a)  at the joint request of the mother and of the person acknowledging

(1) Upon confirmation from the Civil Register that the required information about
a live birth has been duly recorded, the Registrar General or sub-registrar of the
relevant district shall provide a certificate of birth in the form prescribed,
consisting of information excerpted from the Civil Registry in the form
prescribed, including the child’s UIN or associated token, to the person who
applied under section 7.

(2)  An individual or his parent or guardian, or any person duly authorised by any
of the foregoing, may at any time request the Registrar General or sub-registrar
of his district, as applicable, for a certificate of birth relating to the birth of the
individual.

(4)  If the parents of a stillborn child so request and provide the information that
would have been required under section 7, the Registrar General or relevant
sub-registrar may issue to the parents a death certificate relating to the stillborn
child.
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11  Notification of birth to the Ministry of Health

The Registrar General shall transmit to the Ministry of Health —
(a) the date of birth;
(b)  the place of birth;
(c)  whether it is a live birth or stillbirth;
(d)  the name of the mother;
(e) the UIN assigned to the child’s mother;
(f)  the name of the child; and
(g) the UIN assigned to the child in the case of a live birth.

12 Discovery of a newly born child or dead body

Any person who discovers a newly born child or a dead body shall without
unreasonable delay give information to the sub-registrar or the town officer of the
district in which such newly born child or dead body shall have been discovered and
in default of so doing shall be liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding $1000.

13 Registration of adoption

(1) One or both adoptive parents shall submit a certified copy of the Letters of
Adoption relating to the adopted child to the Registrar General, who shall
register the adoption or any amendments in the Civil Register.

(2)  Ifthe adopted child or an adoptive parent is not already registered in the Digital
Identification Database, the Registrar General shall register such person in the
Digital Identification Database under section 39 taking into account the
information in the Civil Register, and assign a UIN to the person under
section 53.

(3)  If the adopted child or an adoptive parent is already registered in the Digital
Identification Database, the Registrar General shall amend the information in the
Digital Identification Database relating to such person taking into account the
information in the Civil Register.

(4)  After registration of the adoption in the Civil Register and registration in the
Digital Identification Database in accordance with this section, the Registrar
General shall issue a certificate of birth to the adoptive parents showing them
as parents of the adopted child and the name of the adopted child.

14 Registration and application for a death certificate

When a death occurs in the Kingdom, it is the duty of a person receiving a medical
death certificate duly issued by a medical practitioner under the Health Services Act
[Cap 12.06] to register the death and apply to the Registrar General or sub-registrar of
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the district of the death for a death certificate within 3 months after the death using the
form prescribed.

15 Deaths occurring outside the Kingdom

(1)  Any family member of an individual having Tongan nationality or being
registered in the Digital Identification Database who has died outside the
Kingdom may register and apply for a death certificate relating to the death of
such individual from the Civil Register.

(2) Registration and application under subsection (1) shall be made by submitting
to the Registrar General—
(a) the prescribed form; and
(b) either —
(1) an original death certificate relating to the individual’s

death from the civil records in the jurisdiction in which the
death occurred; or

(i)  if it is impossible to obtain an original death certificate
under sub-paragraph (i), then a certified copy thereof
satisfactory to the Registrar General.

16 Recording of death in the Digital Identification Database

The Registrar General shall procure that, if a deceased individual was not already
registered in the Digital Identification Database, then upon the recording of the

(@) the deceased shall be automatically registered in the Digital
Identification Database under section 39 and assigned a UIN under
section 53; and

(b)  the Digital Identification Database shall be updated to reflect the
information about his death.

17 Issuance of certificates of death

(1)  Upon confirmation from the Civil Register that the required information about
a death has been recorded, the Registrar General or sub-registrar of the district
of death shall provide a death certificate in the form prescribed, including the
deceased’s UIN or associated token, to the person registering the death and
applying for a death certificate under section 14.

(2)  Any relative of the deceased may request the Registrar General or relevant sub-
registrar, as applicable, for a death certificate relating to the death of the
deceased.

18 Ineligibility for marriage licence

No person who is insane or who is under the age of 18 years shall be granted a
marriage licence.

(1)  Parties to an intended marriage shall apply, in the form prescribed, to the
Registrar General or sub-registrar of the district in which one of the parties has
resided for at least 3 months prior to the date of the application for the issue to
them of a licence to marry.

(2)  An application for a marriage licence under subsection (1) shall include an
affidavit in the form prescribed that there is no legal impediment to the
proposed marriage.

(3)  Upon application under subsection (1), the application shall be recorded in the
Civil Register.

(4) Notwithstanding the residence requirements provided under subsection (1) of
this section, the Registrar General may grant a special licence to marry where
at least one of the parties has an established link with Tonga.

Issuance of marriage licence by sub-registrar

Every marriage solemnised in Tonga before this Act comes into force by any minister

(a)  any marriage which shall be declared invalid by the Supreme Court;

The Minister shall have the authority to issue regulations concerning the
establishment and management of a single sign-on mechanism for online
services. This mechanism may include, but is not limited to, the use of a
smartphone application, username, and password system, or any other digital
authentication methods deemed appropriate.

The Minister is hereby empowered to issues regulations for the inclusion or
removal of additional data types and identification numbers, such as passport
numbers, driving license numbers, and other relevant identifiers, into the
Digital Identification Database, subject to the following conditions —

(a) the additional data and identification numbers to be included in the
Digital Identification Database must already be in existence and
collected by other government agencies or authorized entities. There
shall be no mandate for fresh data collection directly from citizens for
the sole purpose of inclusion in the Digital Identification Database; and

(b) the inclusion of such data is intended to enhance the functionality,
interoperability, and objectives of the Digital Identification Database,
particularly in facilitating efficient identification processes and access to
government services.

(c) no UIN is assigned to more than one individual.

(1)  For the purposes of verification and deduplication under section 40, the
Registrar General may collect documents and information from—

(a) documents received and issued by the Registrar General in connection
with past and ongoing notifications, applications and registrations
relating to events recorded in the Civil Register;

Upon registration under section 39, the Registrar General shall assign to the
individual a UIN.

The purpose of the UIN shall be to provide a unique means of identification of
individuals that may be used by public sector ministries, departments and
agencies and private sector service providers for the efficient provision of
services to and other transactions with such individuals.

In addition to assigning a UIN, the Registrar General may issue a token
associated with such UIN for use in place of such UIN in order to ensure the
security, integrity and protection of the Digital Identification Database and
usage made thereof, and reduce risk to privacy and security of personal
information.

A UIN and any associated token shall be a unique number comprising—
(a) randomly generated numbers or letters as prescribed; and

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EXPLANATORY NOTES

(These notes do not form part of the Bill and are only intended to explain its scope and
purpose)

The Bill is designed to establish a comprehensive legal framework for managing civil
registration and digital identification in Tonga. Its primary purpose is to modernize and
streamline the processes of recording vital events such as births, deaths, marriages, and
adoptions. The Bill introduces a Digital Identification Database, which aims to enhance
the accuracy and efficiency of personal identification, thereby facilitating smoother
interactions between citizens and various government services. By integrating digital
technologies into civil registration, the Bill seeks to improve data management, ensure
the security of personal information, and support the effective delivery of public
services. Additionally, it aligns with contemporary standards for data protection and
privacy, ensuring that citizens’ rights are safeguarded in the digital era.

The Bill is meticulously structured into several parts, each addressing specific aspects
of civil registration and digital identification. In total, the Bill comprises a significant
number of provisions, meticulously organized to cover the full spectrum of civil
registration and digital identification processes. The structure of the Bill is divided into
six main parts: Preliminary and Administration, Civil Registration, Digital
Identification, Data Protection and Privacy, Non-Compliance and Offences, and
General provisions. Each part contains specific sections that detail the procedures,
responsibilities, and legal requirements associated with various aspects of civil
registration and digital identification. This structured approach ensures clarity and
comprehensiveness, allowing for the effective implementation and administration of the
Bill’s provisions. The inclusion of schedules at the end of the Bill provides additional
details and forms necessary for the practical application of its provisions, further
enhancing its usability and effectiveness.

PART I: PRELIMINARY & ADMINISTRATION

Section 1: This section formally introduces the title of the Act and specifies the date
when the Act will officially come into force, marking the beginning of its legal
application.

Section 2: Provides comprehensive definitions for key terms and phrases used
throughout the Act. This is crucial for ensuring a clear and uniform understanding of
the Act’s provisions among all stakeholders.

Section 3: Details the creation of the Office of the Registrar General, outlining its role
and authority. This office is pivotal for overseeing the implementation and
administration of the Act’s provisions.
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PART II: CIVIL REGISTRATION

Sections 4-37: These sections collectively establish the Civil Register, a central record
for all vital events like births, deaths, and marriages within the Kingdom. They detail
the procedures for registering these events, issuing official certificates, and handling
special cases, such as events involving citizens that occur outside the Kingdom. This
Part ensures that all vital events are systematically recorded and certified.

PART III: DIGITAL IDENTIFICATION DATABASE
These sections lay out a comprehensive framework for digital identification, ensuring the
accurate and secure management of personal identification data while facilitating
efficient service delivery and data sharing across various platforms.

Section 38 - Digital Identification Database

This section establishes the Digital Identification Database, a centralized electronic
register for storing verified personal information. The database's primary objectives
include facilitating electronic identification of individuals and serving as a reliable
information source for public and private sector entities. It's designed to enhance service
delivery efficiency and support scientific research and socio-economic development.

Section 39 - Registration in the Digital Identification Database

This section outlines the criteria and process for registering individuals in the Digital
Identification Database. It includes all residents of Tonga, citizens living abroad, and
every child born in Tonga. The registration process involves assigning a Unique
Identification Number (UIN) to each individual and recording specific personal
information. This section ensures that every individual within the scope of the Act is
accounted for in the database.

Section 40 - Verification and Deduplication

This section emphasizes the importance of data accuracy and integrity in the Digital
Identification Database. It mandates the verification of individuals' identities before
their registration and the implementation of measures to prevent duplicate entries. This
process is crucial for maintaining the reliability of the database and ensuring that each
individual has a unique digital identity.

Section 41 - Provenance of Documents and Information

This section deals with the sources of information and documents used for verification
in the Digital Identification Database. It requires the Registrar General to assess the
reliability of these sources and only record information that is deemed reliable. This
section ensures the authenticity and accuracy of the data entered into the database.

Section 42 - Authorised Representatives of Children, Persons Lacking Capacity,
Senior Citizens, and Certain Other Individuals
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Recognizing that some individuals may not be able to represent themselves in the
registration process, this section allows for authorized representatives to act on their
behalf. This includes minors, individuals with disabilities, senior citizens, and others
who may require assistance. It ensures inclusivity and accessibility in the registration
process.

Section 43 - Updating the Digital Identification Database

This section mandates the Registrar General to keep the database current and correct. It
requires individuals to report any changes in their Identification Data and provides a
mechanism for them to update or correct their information. This ongoing updating
process is vital for the database's accuracy and usefulness.

Section 44 - Legal Status of Identification Data

This section establishes the legal presumption that the Identification Data in the
database is correct. It obligates government ministries, departments, and agencies to
base their activities and services on this data, highlighting the database's authoritative
status in civil and governmental transactions.

Section 45 - Interoperability with Approved Government Databases

This section focuses on the integration of the Digital Identification Database with other
government databases. It aims to create a seamless and efficient information-sharing
system, enhancing service delivery and reducing bureaucratic redundancy. The
interoperability is intended to facilitate the use of UINs across different government
platforms.

Section 46 - Relying Party Requests for Identification Data

This section outlines how external entities, termed "relying parties," can request access
to Identification Data from the database. It sets the conditions under which such data
can be shared, ensuring that it is used appropriately and for legitimate purposes.

Section 47 - Relying Parties

This section defines who can be considered a "relying party" eligible to access the
Digital Identification Database. It includes government ministries, departments,
agencies, and certain private entities. This access is crucial for these entities to fulfill
their legal obligations and provide services efficiently.

Section 48 - Relying Party Compliance

This section mandates compliance from relying parties with the obligations set out in
the Act, including adherence to protocols and technical measures for data security and
integrity. It ensures that entities accessing the database uphold the highest standards of
data protection and privacy.
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Section 49 - Relying Party Information Requests

This section requires relying parties to be transparent when requesting information from
the database. They must disclose the nature of the information requested, its intended
use, any third parties involved, and the duration of retention. This transparency is key
to maintaining public trust in the system.

Section 50 — Safeguarding Procedures

Recognizing the possibility of technical failures, this section outlines procedures for
handling exceptions and failures in the Digital Identification Database. It aims to ensure
that individuals and relying parties are not adversely affected by such incidents.

Section 51 - Procurement, Vendors, and Technologies

This section addresses the technical aspects of the Digital Identification Database,
including the procurement of technology and selection of vendors. It emphasizes the
use of open standards and technologies to avoid vendor lock-in and ensure future
adaptability and interoperability.

Section 52 - Information for Individuals about Processing of Their Personal
Information

This section is dedicated to informing individuals about how their personal information
is processed within the database. It covers aspects such as the purpose of data collection,
types of data shared, and individuals' rights regarding their data. This section is crucial
for upholding data protection principles and individual rights.

Section 53 - Assignment of UINs and Tokens

This section details the assignment of Unique Identification Numbers (UINs) and
associated tokens to individuals registered in the database. It outlines the purpose,
structure, and management of these identifiers, ensuring they are unique and secure.

Section 54 - Deactivation of UINs and Tokens

This section covers the circumstances under which UINs and associated tokens can be
deactivated, such as upon an individual's death or compromise of data integrity. It
ensures that the database remains current and secure.

Section 55 - Status of the UIN and Associated Token
This section establishes the legal status of UINs and associated tokens, mandating their
acceptance by various entities for identification purposes. It underscores the centrality

of these identifiers in the digital identification system.

Section 56 - Coordination with Other Agencies
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This section mandates regular coordination between the Registrar General and other
agencies or entities. It aims to ensure consistent and efficient use of the UIN system
across different sectors and to uphold data security and privacy standards.

PART IV: DATA PROTECTION AND PRIVACY

These sections collectively ensure that the civil registration system operates with a high
standard of data protection and privacy, granting individuals rights over their personal
information and setting clear responsibilities for data handlers.

Section 57 - Responsibilities of the Registrar General under the Privacy Act

This section outlines the duties of the Registrar General in complying with the Privacy
Act. It emphasizes the need to handle personal data responsibly in the civil registration
system, ensuring that data collection, storage, and processing align with privacy and
data protection laws.

Section 58 - Right to Information

This section grants individuals the right to access their personal information held within
the civil registration system. It allows individuals to know what personal data is stored,
how it is used, and ensures transparency in data processing.

Section 59 - Right to Correction

This section provides individuals with the right to request corrections to their personal
data in the civil registration system. It ensures that individuals can rectify any
inaccuracies or errors in their personal information, maintaining the integrity of the data.

PART V: NON-COMPLIANCE AND OFFENCES

These sections collectively form a comprehensive legal framework to address and
penalize non-compliance and offenses related to the civil registration and digital
identification processes. They are crucial for maintaining the integrity, security, and
reliability of the civil registration system and the Digital Identification Database. By
establishing clear penalties and compliance requirements, the Act aims to deter
fraudulent activities and ensure the responsible handling of personal data.

Section 62 - False registration as a minister

This section addresses the issue of false registration, particularly in the context of
religious officiants. It sets out penalties for individuals who falsely register themselves
as ministers of religion for the purpose of officiating marriages, thereby safeguarding

the integrity of religious and marital records.

Section 63 - False Declaration relating to marriage
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This section penalizes the act of making false declarations or statements to obtain
marriage certificates or licenses. It aims to prevent fraudulent marriages by ensuring
that all declarations and documents submitted for marriage registration are truthful and
accurate.

Section 64 - False Information Relating to Births or Deaths

This section imposes penalties for providing false information regarding births and
deaths. It is crucial for maintaining the accuracy and reliability of vital statistics, which
are essential for various governmental planning and public services.

Section 65 - False Information Relating to Identification Data

This section is designed to penalize the provision of false information for the purpose
of registration in the Digital Identification Database. Given the database's significance
in personal identification and verification processes, ensuring the accuracy of entered
data is paramount.

Section 66 - Personation

This section deals with the offense of personation, which includes falsely registering as
another individual or misusing someone else's identity, particularly in the context of the
Digital Identification Database. This provision is critical for preventing identity theft
and fraud.

Section 67 - Unauthorized Disclosure of Data

This section addresses the unauthorized disclosure of personal data collected under the
Act. It sets out penalties for individuals who, without lawful excuse, disclose sensitive
personal information, thereby breaching privacy and confidentiality standards.

Section 68 - Non-Compliance by Relying Parties and Data Processors

This section focuses on ensuring that entities (relying parties and data processors) that
access or process data from the Digital Identification Database comply with the Act's
provisions. It allows the Registrar General to enforce compliance and assist in
investigations of non-compliance.

Section 69 - Limitation of Action

This section establishes a statute of limitations for prosecuting offenses under specific
sections of the Act. It sets a time frame within which legal action must be initiated,
providing a balance between the need for accountability and the principle of legal
certainty.

PART VI: GENERAL
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These sections in Part VI are essential as they deal with the practical aspects of
implementing the Act, ensuring that the transition to the new system is smooth and that
the system's administration is sustainable and adaptable. They provide the necessary
administrative and legal framework to support the effective functioning of the civil
registration and digital identification system in Tonga.

Section 70 - Sub-registries

This section mandates the establishment of service centers by the Registrar General.
These centers are intended to facilitate the Act's implementation by providing accessible
locations for public interaction. They serve various functions, including disseminating
information about the Digital Identification Database and UINs, handling notifications
and registrations, issuing certificates, and addressing public inquiries. This provision
ensures that the services related to civil registration and digital identification are
accessible to all citizens, thereby enhancing the efficiency and user-friendliness of the
system.

Section 71 - Fees

This section grants the Registrar General the authority to charge fees for services
provided under the Act. The ability to levy fees is essential for covering the operational
costs of maintaining the civil registration system and the Digital Identification
Database. It also helps in ensuring that the services are sustainable in the long term. The
section implies that the fee structure will be regulated and standardized, likely detailed
in a schedule or a separate regulation.

Section 72 - Power to Make Regulations

This section empowers the Registrar General, with the consent of the Cabinet, to make
regulations necessary for the Act's effective implementation. This includes prescribing
matters required or permitted by the Act or necessary for carrying out its provisions.
This provision is crucial as it provides the flexibility to adapt and refine the
implementation process of the Act in response to practical experiences, technological
advancements, and changing societal needs.

Section 73 - Repeal and Savings

This section addresses the transition from the previous legal framework to the new
system established by this Act. It repeals the existing Births, Deaths, and Marriages Act
but also includes a savings clause to ensure that the transition is smooth. The savings
clause typically allows for the continuation of actions, regulations, and decisions made
under the repealed Act until they are replaced under the new Act. This approach ensures
legal continuity and prevents any administrative or legal vacuum during the transition
period.
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
